Here's what Tim has to say about himself; "I started growing cacti by accident. | wanted to grow orchids, but could
not provide the conditions necessary in England. Instead | grew orchid cacti - epicacti. After that | decided to grow
cacti in general. Since |l moved to the US (via Canada) in 1994 my interest has shifted to succulents. I've started a
small nursery in Thousand Oaks, and am currently trying to get rid of most of my cacti so | can grow more
succulents. In the summer, my favorites are succulent trees - Uncarina especially, but also Cyphostemma and
Commiphora. For winter, | like the winter-growing bulbs, as well as Othonna and Sarcocaulon.” This presentation
explores an alternative and effective approach to growing succulent plants - or many other plants for that matter. In
discussing 'Container-Free Culture of Succulents' an overview of the physical principles of drainage and temperature
transfer are given. How these well known (but often overlooked) phenomena are applied to the culture of succulent
plants is discussed. Examples are given, together with comments, on the results as applied to growth rate, flower and
seed production and cold-hardiness.

When and Where Will the Show Be Held?

The show will be held June 14™ (Saturday) from 9:00 A.M. to 5:00 P.M. and June 15" (Sunday), from 9:00
A.M. to 3:30 P.M. at the Sepulveda Garden Center.

Set-up takes place on Friday, June 13" from 12:00 P.M to 8:00 P.M

Who May Enter Show?
Any member of the LACSS in good standing may exhibit plants in the show.

What arethe Entry Categories?

There are two entry categories for this show. Members who typically show plantsin the Novice or
Advanced class comprise Category One. Category Two is reserved for those individuals selling plants at
the show (the Show Chairs will determine if there are exceptionsto thisrule).

What Defines a Display in this Show?

Unlike other shows that require exhibitors to place their plantsin particular categories, this show will ask
individuals to assemble a collections or grouping of plants around a specific theme. It is expected that the
collection or groupings will fill either one half or the entirety of an 8 by 10 foot table. Possible collections
or grouping include:

(I) A collection of species from the same genera, e.g. several Mammiillarias, Echeverias;

(I1) A collection or groups around a general type of plant, e.g. miniatures, crests, monstrose, .seed
grown, grafted, or caudiciform plants

(1) A collection of plants from a specific geographic area, e. g. South African Aloes, Cacti and
Succulents native to Baja, or Madagascan succulents.

(IV) A collection or grouping focusing on a specific topic, e. g. plantsthat are disappearing in
habitat, plants that flower prolifically (could included Gymnocalyciums), or plants that are excellent
candidate for drought resistant climates or environments.

Open exhibitors are encouraged to assemble a more idiosyncratic or exotic grouping consistent with an
advanced theme or concept.

All exhibitors must provide very explicit labels identifying the genera, species, and natural habitat of the

plants as well as additional education information that the exhibitor feels will be helpful or enlightening to
the public. Every effort should be made to assist visitors appreciate the collection she/he is viewing. It is
expected that exhibitors will incorporate any educational information that will enhance the quality of their

display.

Is There a Special Registration Process?

The short answer isyes. To enter the show, each participant must register with the Show Chair, Steven
Frieze, no later than May 31, 2008. At the time of registration, you must indicate what type of grouping or
collection you will bring and the size of table you wish. This information is being requested to ensure that
each entrant has adequate space to exhibit his’her plants.

Cactus of the Month July 2008 — Ariocarpus, Astrophytum

Ariocarpus retusus entered in the 2001 I ntercity Show by Vince Basta
(Photo T. Nomer)

Ariocarpus is one of the treasures of the world of Cacti. This genus, from
Central to Northern Mexico and Southern Texas has some of the most
spectacular species of the entire family. Some succulent growers, who
otherwise avoid cacti, make this genus their sole exception. There are
collectors who collect nothing but Ariocarpus, and have hundreds of plants
in their collections. Rare specimens can change hands for hundreds of
dollars. Rare cultivars with unusual tubercles can be sold for even more,
particularly in Japan. There is no denying that this single genus has
generated a world wide cult of devotees.

With all of this, you might expect Ariocarpus to be difficult to come by, and
difficult to grow. Nothing could be further from the truth. They are no
more difficult to grow than many other central Mexican genera. All of the
species and al of the varieties are readily available, and nearly al are
affordable. This genera is well within the range of even beginning novice
growers. Field collected specimens are occasionally available, and these are
much more expensve, and much harder to grow. Recently collected
specimens are now almost alwaysillegally obtained.

With all of the fuss we make over this genus, it is important to remember
that the plants have had important ethno-botanical uses. The tubercles have
a sticky mucilage, and this was often used as glue to mend broken pots. A.
kotchybeanus was boiled and used as a cure for rheumatism, and several
species were used as a ‘false peyote in religious ceremonies.

Cultivation is not difficult, when the home environment of these plants is
remembered. They grow in mineral soils, with very little organic matter.
They all have large tuberous roots. They grow in areas that are very hot in
the summer, and that have summer rainfall. If they are protected from
excess organic matter, particularly peat, and watered heavily only in hot
weather, good growth will result. They need protection from winter rains.

There are six pecies, several varieties, and a near infinite set of cultivars.

Astrophytum are often one of thefirst cacti a collector startswith. They are
available for pennies (or now quarters) in discount stores, groceries, and
home centers. How can anyone resist the $1.29 special speckled Bishop's
Cap? More than a few show plants started out thisway. At the sametime,
growing a perfect, 10 or 20 year old specimen plant is a challenge few
growers can master. Fortunately, the genus offers rewards and surprises at
every level between, making it one of the most popular of cacti at all levels.

Astrophytum are native to Southern Texas and Northern Central Mexico.
They grow in a very arid region, with a porous mineral soil. One of the
cultivation difficulties with Astrophytum is their tendency to split open from
sudden increases in soil moisture level. To avoid this, keep them in a soil
that is very quick to drain, and which haslittle organic matter. A mixture of
pumice and gravel or very coarse sand, with only a little potting soil is best
for these plants.

Astrophytum asterias isthe smallest of the species. It isthe hardest to grow
well, proneto splitting if over watered.

Astrophytum capricorne is generally the longest spined species.
Astrophytum myriostigma isthe well known ‘Bishops Cap.’

Astrophytum ornatum from Hidalgo can grow to 12 inchesin diameter and
three feet in height.

Who Will Recelve an Award and What They Will Win?
Anyone entering a collection is eligible to receive an award. There will be a first, second, and third place
winner for both entry categories. Winners will receive the following prizes:

The First place winner in both show categories will receive a $200.00 cash award;

Second place in winner in both categories will receive a $100.00 cash award; and

Third place winners will receive a $50.00 cash award.

What arethe Judging Logisticsand Criteria for the Show?

Anyone viewing the show will have an opportunity to vote on the winners; this include LACSS members,
members from other clubs, and the public. Asan individual entersthe Sepulveda Garden Meeting Room,
they will be met by a LACSS member who will provide instructions on how to vote. Visitors will be given
two tickets which will be deposited in that Category One and Two display that they determine is the most
impressive to them.. They will be asked to choose the display which best informs them about the plants
they are viewing using the criteria found below. All visitors will be asked to make their selection before
exiting. There will be additional volunteers at each exit to encourage individuals to make a selection and
assist them if they request help.

An information sheet will be available to al attendees listing the judging criteria described below:
Isthe education information presented by the exhibitor helpful in terms of appreciating the display
Isthe collection/grouping theme well described in the documentation presented in the display
Does the exhibition expand your knowledge of the plants displayed
Are the plants staged in an attractive and/or dramatic fashion
Does the staging enhance or detract from the plant
Are the plants staged with other materials such as rocks or drift wood
If the plants are staged with other materials do they enhance or detract from the plant
Are the plants well labeled

Who Will Makethe Final Decision if Disputes Arise?
The Show Chairs and LACSS President s are responsible for resolving any difference, disputes, problems,
associated with the displays or judging. Their decision is final.



Succulents of the Month July 2008 — Monadenium, Pedilanthus, Jatropa

Monadenium trinerve a tuberous species from Kenya, just

starting spring growth
The genus Monadenium is a
close relative of Euphorbia. The
key difference between the two
genera is that Euphorbia flowers
have four nectaries, while
Monadenium have these fused
into a single horseshoe-shaped
nectary. This makes the flowers
look significantly different, and
most  Monadenium  flowers
reflect this by generally having a
distinct asymmetry not seen in
Euphorbia. The name
Monadenium reflects this fusion.

While Euphorbia is a world

wide genus, Monadenium is

confined to Africa, with a large

part of the genus in tropical

Africa.  There are about 75
species, with many discovered recently, and more
certainly to be found. Like Euphorbia, there is enormous
size variation in the genus. There are leafy sub shrubs,
true shrubs, and geophytes that have almost all their mass
underground, with only deciduous leaves above ground
when growth conditions are favorable.

As with most tropical genera, Monadenium are sensitive
to temperature, and particularly to combined cold and wet.
It pays to keep them dry during their winter dormancy,
and to bring them out of dormancy with some care to keep
the roots from rotting in the early spring.

Propagation of Monadenium is similar to Euphorbias.
Cuttings can be from the stem succulent species. When
they are fully dry, they will root and form typical plants.
Cuttings of the geophytic plants are more difficult and
many will not form typical caudexes from cuttings. Some
require double cuts to form caudexes at all. (A double cut
consists of an initial cutting, followed by removing the top
of the rooted cutting when growth resumes.)

The red slipper spurge or devil's

backbone (Pedilanthus

tithymaloides (L.) Poiteau) isa
succulent shrub with zigzagged stems native to dry
tropical forests of Florida, Mexico, the Caribbean, Central
America, and northern South America. Pedilanthus,
literally "dipper flower", are members of the Euphor-
biaceae, but the 15 or so species are unique enough to
have their own clade or branch of the family.

Some, like Pedilanthus tithymaloides [ped e lan' thusttith'
emaloi' dees], are common. It has eight recognized
subspecies and one horticultural variety—the photo-
graphed 'Variegatus. In India, the devil's backboneis a
'pest plant'. It escaped from cultivation and "grows
profusely in marginal waste land* in northern and eastern
India without any agricultural management...." (Srilekha

Succulents of the Month July 2008 —
Pterodiscus, Sesamothamnus, Uncarina

Pterodiscus, Sesamothamnus, and Uncarina are
al members of the Pedaliaceae or Sesame
family. They are al ill relatively uncommon
succulents, in spite of the relative ease of
growing many of them.

Pterodiscus speciosus

Pterodiscus is a drictly African genus of
relatively small caudiciform  succulents.
Although most of the collected species come
from South Africa, Namibia and Botswana, the
genus stretches through a good portion of
central and eastern Africa. In habitat, the
caudex is generally half above ground and half
below. A single stem is produced every year.
The stem produces non-succulent leaves and
small, unusual flowers.

In cultivation, the nearly entire caudex is
generally put above the soil line.

Sesamothamnus is another strictly African
genus of shrubby plants. This genus is found in
only two locations, in Ethiopia and Somalia,
where the species are only marginally succulent,
and in Zimbabwe, Angola, Botswana and
northern South Africa, where the trunks are
very soft and very thick. In habitat, the plants

would prefer growing into small trees or large
shrubs, 15 to 20 feet tall, but frequent grazing
of the succulent stems by every passing
herbivore produces very short beautifully bonsai
like plants. The same is done in cultivation,
with pruning shears replacing the teeth of
herbivores. These are wonderful succulents,
looking very much like miniature Adansonia
They are relatively easy to grow, needing only
protection from frost and excessive winter
moisture.

Uncarina, a Madagascan endemic is the most
popular of the three genera. All of the species
have underground, and sometimes aboveground
swollen roots. There are about 15 species, with a
few more likely to be discovered in the more
isolated regions of Northern Madagascar. They
are easy to grow, liking lots of water when in
growth, but needing some protection from wet
and cold in the winter.
