LOS ANGELES CACTUS AND SUCCULENT SOCIETY 

Entry Classes:  A new member may show as novice.  Any novice who has achieved 20 first place awards or 40 total 
awards must move to the Advanced Class at the beginning of the following year.  Owner of commercial nurseries 
must show in the open class; however, all members are free to show in open class. 
Pr izes:  In each of the three entry classes, the top three scorers in cacti and the top three scorers in other succulents 
will be awarded prizes at the LACSS Holiday party in December. 
Entry Requirements:  All entrants must be LACSS members.  We would like plant entries to be on the judging table 
no later than 7:15pm.  No more than two cacti and two other succulents per entrant per month.  Advanced and open 
class entries must have been in member’s possession at least six months.  Minimum possession for novice class has 
been waived.  All entries must be succulent plants.  If there is a tie between plants the following three guidelines will 
determine the winner of the tie breakers:  Plants in flower, the rarity of the plant, and the public appeal.

Sherman Library & Gardens—A Brief Insight 
 

In the late 60’s construction began on what is known today as Sherman Library & 
Gardens. The man chiefly responsible was Arnold B. Haskell, prior secretary to Moses H. 
Sherman. M.H. Sherman, the man to whom the Gardens were dedicated, was an influential land 
developer in the San Fernando Valley and adjacent regions during the early twentieth century. 
Interestingly enough, these same two gentlemen lent their names to a couple of well-known 
streets within the Valley – see if you can guess. 

 
The research library and botanical gardens encompass 2.2 acres of plush Corona Del Mar 

in south central Orange County.  This horticultural oasis contains an assemblage of tiny 
microcosms, each as charming as the other. Among seas of annual color and hanging baskets 
exist a tropical plant conservatory, outdoor bromeliad display, fern and cycad collection, 
California native garden, and a succulent garden. In addition, a restaurant and gift shop share 
space with the gardens. Lastly, if ready and willing, one may become married on the grounds.  

 
The main attraction for us should be the newly revamped succulent garden.  This garden 

was designed and installed by club member Matthew Maggio over a six-month period that ended 
last April, 2006.  Because of the cool and relatively moist coastal climate, most of the over 400 
species and cultivars of succulents are non-cactaceous. However, one need not fret. There are 
plenty of Aloes, Agaves, Euphorbias, Mesembs, and much more. Spiny creatures called dyckias 
populate slate outcroppings while colorful sweeps of Echeverias topple over one another. 
Numerous rare or unusual specimen plants punctuate the landscape, including mature tree aloes, 
a 16ft Alluadia procera, and the lesser-known but beautiful Agave ovatifolia. From October to 
spring, the mesemb rockery pulses with color. Aside from living rocks, over 30 species of the 
mineral kind promise to capture the interested geologist among us.
